Chicago uses footnotes or endnotes for in-text citations, followed by a Bibliography. Turabian 9th is
Chicago adapted for student papers — the formats are nearly identical.

Journal Article First Last, "Article Title," Journal Name Volume, no. Issue (Year): page.

Website First Last, "Page Title," Site Name, Month Day, Year, URL.

First Last (City: Publisher, Year),
page.
